Potty Training Tips 

Use a calendar as both an incentive and 

reward for your toilet-training 

toddler. Post a calendar next to the potty 

seat. Whenever your child makes it 

through a day of doing it "all by myself," 

put a special sticker on the calendar for 

that day. The sticker itself may be 

reward enough, or you may decide to up 

the ante a little by providing a special 

treat after your toddler earns a certain 

number of stickers—but not necessarily 

in a row. You don't want to make it too 

hard.
